When should my child stay at home? 
When they present with one of the symptoms shown in red below. 
This guidance refers to new signs of illness unrelated to a chronic pre-existing condition. 

Severe cough 
(unrelated to a pre-existing 
chronic condition, e.g. 
asthma) 

Fever 
> than 38.5°C 

Cold and/or sore throat 
with/without mild cough and 
no fever 

Loss of taste and/or smell 
When not accompanied by 

other cold signs/symptoms 

 

Your child presents with other symptoms 
– Gastrointestinal problems  
– Headaches 
– Muscle or body aches 
– Loss of taste and/or smell

Your child must stay at home until you 
have received the test results.

Follow the instructions issued by the contact tracing 
service; medical care dispensed by the child's doctor.
